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The purpose of this study is to address the affirmation that the historical
Jesus foreknew, willingly accepted, and understood His salvific death—
a matter of great importance within the Christian faith. The significance
of this theme is evident in the reflective and scholarly efforts of many
researchers. The negative position holds that there is no objective
evidence to demonstrate that Jesus foreknew and understood His salvific
death. Conversely, the affirmative position maintains that there is indeed
objective evidence proving that Jesus foreknew, willingly accepted, and
fully understood His salvific death. Between these two opposing
positions, the Catholic Church has affirmed that, in professing the faith
that Jesus "was crucified for us under Pontius Pilate, suffered, and was
buried," the Church not only recognizes the Passion of Christ as a
historical event but also affirms that Jesus freely accepted death upon
the cross in order to atone for sin and to bring about the salvation of
humanity.
